Hedgerows are precious habitats made up 
of native trees, shrubs, and flowers. They 

form a network of wildlife corridors across 
our landscape, providing food and shelter 

for insects, birds, and mammals.
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S P R I N G

The hedgerow bursts 
into life. Nectar and 
pollen rich plants 
flower in succession, 
feeding pollinators 
as they emerge from 
hibernation.

S U M M E R

As the weather warms, 
birds use trees as song 
posts. Caterpillars of 
moths and butterflies 
feed on the hedgerow 
plants. Bats feed on the 
abundant insects.

A U T U M N

Ivy flowers in autumn, 
providing a critical 
supply of nectar for 
insects before they 
hibernate. Mammals 
find safe places to 
spend the winter.

W I N T E R

Deadwood provides 
nesting and breeding 
sites for insects. Fruits 
and berries are a vital 
source of food for 
birds and mammals.
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
